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Expediting the completion of research projects and raising

their quality

uided by its vision to be

one of the top research

universities in  Africa

in a decade or so, the
administration of BDU has been
encouraging professors to do
research which can solve local or
national problems. As a result, the
number of projects that have been
funded by faculties or research
institutes of the university has been
increasing annually. Obviously,
providing funding for research
projects is the easiest part of the
whole process of doing research. The
most important thing is to monitor
the execution of research projects so
that they are completed in time and
with high quality. As we know, most
research projects funded by faculties

" not have the kind of skill
needed to finish research

or research institutes at BDU drag
on for years and their quality may
be questionable. For example, in
the faculty, which the writer knows
well, only a couple of completed
research projects were presented at
Friday seminars over the last two
years. Similarly, there were only
few papers presented at the annual
research conference by professors in
my faculty in the same period. This
clearly shows that the gap between
research projects funded and those
completed in time has been huge.
Definitely, we need to narrow the
huge gap between the number of
research projects that are funded and
the ones that are completed in time.
We also need to find ways which
can improve the quality of most of
the  research
projects that are
conducted by
our professors.

that all professors of the university
are engaged in teaching, which
leaves them very little time for other
engagements like doing research.
The other reason is that some of
us may not have the kind of skill
needed to finish research projects
in time and with the kind of quality
required. Still, some of us may
decide to do research not because we
truly want to solve a problem or to
add knowledge to the existing body
of knowledge in our discipline, but
it is because we can’t resist the lure
of getting a large research funding
which we can use for our personal
needs.

Some simple steps can be taken to
reverse this bad trend. The first step
could be to notify every ‘researcher’
of the time when they are expected
to submit progress reports and final
reports. If any researcher does not
comply with the notification, then
any funding faculty or research
institute can take very strict measures
like withholding research funding
for a new research project until the
project work is completed. I believe
that such measures may make
researchers be more committed and
complete their projects in time.

Equally important in raising the
quality of the research projects
completed, faculties or research
institutes can also take some
practical measures. For example,
researchers need to be notified in
advance that unless they publish
their research articles in a reputable
journal, they will not be allowed
to get another research funding. If
publishing is found to be difficult,
however, presenting a paper at a
national or international conference
can be taken as mandatory to
increase the quality of the funded
research projects. In my opinion,
these measures will help reward
hardworking professors who are
more interested in the creation of
knowledge and solving practical
problems.

In addition to encouraging the
professors of the university to do
research by providing funding, the
university administration should
take very concrete measures to
speed up the completion of research
projects in time and with the highest
quality possible. Funding research
projects alone will not get us where
we want to be in under ten years’
time.

The Untold Stories of College of Health Sciences

orking in universities

as a teacher and as a

health  professional

has  many things
in common. Both jobs require
humble, confidential and ethical
professionals. In  these two
professions, the lives of people are
emphasized over private issues. If
you are working for a university
as a teacher, your workload might
include 2.4 hours of teaching, 4.8
hours of preparation/reading and 36
minutes of community service and
research. Although both share some
similarities, these working areas are
also diverse worlds in many ways.
Therefore, in my reflection today,
I will emphasize the uniqueness of
medical sciences by pointing out the

untold stories of health sciences at
BDU.

To begin with, the hospital is
always busy with an average of
600 outpatient and 400 inpatient
consultations, 20-25 major
surgeries, 15 to 20 gynecologic
and obstetric surgeries, more than
hundred pediatric and neonatology
consultations. All cases of medical
treatments from the specialty clinics
and procedures and the emergency
health services are also provided by
the physicians of the health science
college. Further, the typical day of
the college physician life can go from
8 hours to 36 hours working back-
to-back rapid-fire meetings. They
begin the day by a morning meeting(

those who do not have class to teach
) to discuss on the overnight cases ,
then doctors start seeing patients for
consultations need a special care. In
the consultation clinic, they freshen
up on the details of the case, try and
get a sense of what’s going on for
the students and nurses, and then
work on with a plan to investigate
the management for 20 minutes. The
hospital expects every physician to
see 30 to 35 patients per day. If they
are scheduled to do surgery, they are
expected to start their day as early
as 7a.m, wearing all the gadget of
infection prevention. Suffocated
with the warm Operation Room
temperature and back to back 5 to 7
major operations, some of them may
continue for hours and in most days

without lunch.

Last year, when public health
emergencies were prevalent in the
country due to the El Nino effect,
it was our physicians who voiced
the alarm and secured 150,000,000
birr worth of medicine by managing
more than 852,000 scabies cases.
Moreover, in August, following the
report of acute watery diarrhea in
Bahir Dar, 13 dedicated university
physicians have worked day and
night in Addis Alem Hospital.
Accordingly, they helped the hospital
in reducing the patient number from
450 to 15 in less than 10 days.

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The 70:30 Policy Dilemma: Resource Demands

vis-a-vis the Policy

s higher education is

increasingly viewed as an

instrument for economic

development, there
are pressures to create both more
graduates and research opportunities
in technological and scientific
studies. Realizing the role of science
and technology as a means to ensure
fast and sustainable economic and
technological development, the
Ethiopian government adopted a
new higher education policy in
2009 called the 70:30 program mix
ratio. To illustrate, 70% of the total
undergraduate students enrolled
in public universities go to natural
science fields and the remaining
30% to the social science streams.
40% of students from the science
stream have to go to engineering and
5% to medicine and health science.

For the past 6 years or so, therefore,
the higher education system has
witnessed a shift in focus from the
lower cost studies in the humanities
and social sciences to the higher cost
studies in science and technology
to produce more graduates in these
costly fields. In fact, the dramatic
shift of emphasis to science and
technology fields is an expensive
strategy that undoubtedly requires
the construction and staffing of new
higher education institutes as well
as expansion of higher education
opportunities, especially in those two
fields that have been most restrictive
and expensive studies traditionally:
medicine and engineering.

Particularly, the 70:30 policy
requires more resources to finance
the construction of more classrooms,
dormitories, laboratories, workshops
and office for faculty; more resources
for the recruitment and retention of
competent and qualified academic
staff in these fields of studies. It
also requires far more resources to
finance basic laboratory equipment,
chemicals, computers, ICT
infrastructure and practical training
of students in these areas. Moreover,
it requires the establishment of
sufficient library resources and
access to the wvast reservoir of
digitally stored documents and
databases  (e-books, e-journals,
etc) available in electronic form.
Needless to say, the consequences of
such costly expansion have serious
financial or cost implications.

How are we progressing?

The 70:30 ratio target which was set

to be achieved by the end of the first
GTP period (2014/15) was reported
as being successful. According to
the Ministry of Education, the ratio
has reached about 68:32 proportion
in 2013/14. In a rush to materialize
the 70:30 policies, however, we
have begun to observe visible
deficiencies. For instance, a number
of the newly established universities
that do not have adequate university
facilities began to offer training in
science and technology programs
(such as medicine and engineering).
Although training in these programs
requires expensive lab equipment
and  sophisticated  technology,
many of these universities appear
to be underequipped and not well-
prepared to effectively run the
training. What is worse, some of
these universities are still struggling
to fulfill the very basic physical
resources  (classrooms, offices,
libraries, laboratories) required to
provide optimum level of training.

As a result, students who study

engineering, medicine, biology,
chemistry, physics, etc from
the underequipped universities

have been urged to rely on other
universities with better facilities
in an effort to obtain facilities
(laboratory, workshops, etc) and
technical support. As an example,
laboratories and workshops at Bahir
Dar University have been used to
serve students from Debre Tabor
and Woldia universities. In addition,
lab assistants and faculty from
natural science departments often
complain about the shortage of lab
equipment, lack of laboratories and
insufficient instruments. The large
number of students that limited
many students from conducting
lab experiments simultaneously
rather than sequentially doubles
the problem. To the worst, ESDP
V (Education sector development
program V) also confirmed that
the supply of teaching staff with
postgraduate qualifications lacks
pace with the increase in student
enrolment. Consequently, large
shares of undergraduate students
have been taught by staff with a
Bachelor degree.

The role of  standardized
laboratories, equipment, chemicals
and computers for quality education
is irrefutable. However, given that
most new universities offer these
courses below the minimum training
standards of the programs, it is clear
that it will have wider implications
of dire consequences on the quality
of education. In support of this, a

study conducted by HERQA on
employers’ satisfaction revealed that
engineering and medicine graduates
were insufficiently qualified for the
job. The survey found that there were
visible deficiencies on graduates
performance, especially in quality of
work, specific job related knowledge
and skill. The government priority
areas of medicine and engineering
have been the most dissatisfying to
employers. This could
make the government’s
plan of providing the
economy with qualified
manpower  from  the
science and technology
streams questionable.

According to ESDPV, the
plan for the next 5 years
was set to ‘increasing
the number of institutes

of  technology  and
upgrading science and
technology  universities
to international
centre  of excellence
standards’. Specifically,
the government  is
committed to increase
intake and enrolment

capacity in public higher
education institutions for
undergraduate from the
current 9.4% to 15%. This
definitely ~ necessitates
strengthening the
infrastructure and human
resource  capacity of
the exiting universities
for higher education
enrolment. Hence, if
university intake capacity
continues to  expand
at the current rate, the
government must ensure
the availability of sufficient staff
with appropriate skills to provide
quality instruction, and hence attain
the ultimate national goal.

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Concluding remarks

The higher education system
in Ethiopia has generally been
undergoing massive expansion that
increases the number of universities
and enrolments over the last two
decades. This expansion will
continue for the period of ESDP V.
However, the current expansion has
created serious financial pressures
on institutions. The financial
pressures become even more serious
when we take the 70:30 policy shift
into account as it demands costly

resources in large quantity. Clearly,
the 70:30 policy highly demands
relatively costly scientific, laboratory
and computing equipment and
library materials as well as costly
labor. Despite this financial context,
the Ethiopian higher education
system is still expanding, with 11
new universities set to be added
soon. Such an expanded higher
education system, however, needs

n a nutshell, the
pressures to raise

the continuous and reliable support
of the public revenue.

While Ethiopian higher education
system has been rapidly expanding
especially in the fields of studies
that demand costly resources,
the prospects for the government
to maintain vitality and reach
competitive standard globally at
present seem to be a bit far from
achievable. This is mainly because
the capacity of the nation to
supply each institution with state-
of-the-art educational, scientific
and technological materials and
equipment is somehow limited.
Hence, institutions need to be

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BCT: Business Chinese Test

To meet Chinese language learners’
need for a business Chinese test, the
Confucius  Institute  Headquarters
(Hanban) commissioned the
International Business Chinese
Language Teaching and Resource
Development Base, University of
International Business and Economics
to organize Chinese and overseas
experts on business Chinese language
teaching, linguistics, psychology and
educational measurement to revise the
Business Chinese Test (BCT) which has
existed since 2006 on the basis of the
latest research results on international
language testing and business Chinese
from recent years.

The new BCT, as an
international,standardized  test  of
Chinese language proficiency, focuses
on assessing non-native Chinese
speakers’ abilities to use the Chinese
language in real business or common
working environments and evaluating
the language tasks they are able to
complete. It aims to provide references
for companies to recruit and select
employees, for schools and training
institutions to organize teaching
activities, and for learners to evaluate
themselves.

The BCT, as a test series, consists of
three independent tests: BCT (A), BCT
(B) and the BCT Speaking Test. The
BCT (A), which is oriented towards
beginners, is designed to examine
test takers’ ability to communicate
in Chinese in daily life and during
basic business activities. The BCT
(B),which is  oriented towards
intermediate and advanced learners,
is designed to examine test takers’
ability to communicate in Chinese
during complex business activities. The
BCT Speaking Test, which is oriented
towards learners of all levels, adopts the
form of a computer-based test as well as
personalized and targeted questions to
examine test takers’ ability to complete
various communicative tasks by using
spoken Chinese.

The BCT has the following
characteristics: first, it focuses on
the practical use of Chinese when
conducting business activities. The test,
following the principle of practicality,
oriented towards speaking and
listening, and emphasizing abilities in
the workplace, aims to recreate actual
situations in the workplace. Second,
it has set the Standards for Business
Chinese Language Competence and
advocates a combination of teaching
and examination as a method of
improving Chinese language skills.
The Standards for Business Chinese
Language Competence, which is based
on large-scale surveys and data analyses
and aligned with the BCT Outlines,
provides a basis for a refined assessment
of competence and  systematic
teaching activities. Third, it includes
business culture as a part of the test
so as to improve learners’ intercultural

communicative competence.

Test Takers

The BCT is held for non-native
Chinese speakers. Anyone who is a
non-native speaker, whether capable of
basic communication or fairly skillful
communication in Chinese, may take
the BCT. There are no restrictions on
test takers’ age, education or length of
time spent learning Chinese.

Test Time and Location

The BCT is held regularly in mainland
China and other countries each year.
In addition, BCT can provide special
testing services as required by relevant
enterprises or organizations.

Test Purposes

1.Provide a basis for employers to
assess non-native Chinese speakers’

engaged in more efficient use
of existing resources, strategic
planning for new resource
acquisition and organizational
changes that provide greater
autonomy.

that all the 28 medical schools in the
country except one have difficulty
in achieving their primary objective
(teaching through service delivery)
because in each state university, the
administration was ‘system ignorant’
in managing health professionals
and  hospitals. Accordingly,
this has lead to the initiative of
developing the University Hospital
Management Guideline.

and teaching hospitals focusing on
quality of care, patient safety under
updated clinical protocols, and
modern research methods. BDU as
a huge institution can strive for its
mission but the administration also
needs to create favorable working
management to the broad mission of
the health science college.

Generally, diffusion of ideas and
their practical implementations
may take time partly because they
often require people to change the
way they have lived as the guideline
for health sciences changing
management met resistance to take
the initiative forward.
